I'll also say that the textbook did a great job on catching me up on the history of various countries, and the non-textbook readings often showcased political theory in a
digestible way. While the readings could be a lot at times, | believe they were all definitely manageable and you'll cover them so much in lecture and discussion that you shouldn't have trouble
understanding them. Sections were once a week and just provided a quick overview of the readings and their keypoints, and allowed room for questions.
